In '75 he already became
Champion of Germany (and 2" in the Scheldeprijs), in
"76 he again became national champion and he won
five stages in the Vuelta ( 4t in the general
classification). In 77 he won five stages in the Tour de
France, 5% in the overall standings and fourteen days in
the yellow jersey. In the winter periods he won multiple
track races. In ’78 he won the Scheldeprijs, in '79 Liege
-Bastogne-Liege. He ended his career in January '89.
